Acts 2:42 and 47 
And they devoted themselves to the apostles’ teachi ng, to fellowship, to the 
breaking of bread, and to prayers. And every day th e Lord added to them 
those who were being saved.  
 

“They devoted themselves . . .” 
These are simple words but with a profound impact on the church and community. 
“They devoted themselves.” This band of brothers and sisters intentionally commit-
ted themselves to God and to each other. This is the pattern of life in Christ: total 
commitment. 
 

So far this year we’ve seen several people step over the line of faith in baptism, 
others step up as new members and many more step in to new roles of service. 
We see new families find us each week. Thanks to the amazing volunteers in our 
children’s ministry, a recent first time visitor reported “Our seven year old said ‘That 
was fun! Can we come back next week?’” So they did. Each of these is an example 
of “devoting themselves.” 
 

In September and October we’ll be diving in to “True Spirituality”  on Sunday 
mornings and in our Small Groups. This will focus on Romans 12 and applying it to 
our daily lives. Then in November we’ll do a multi-week series on Families. In  
addition to our Sunday morning Classes for Adults and our Small Groups we will 
also have our Wednesday Night classes using the Seven Areas of Life Training 
(S.A.L.T.) materials as we help each other deepen our walk with Christ. And of 
course on September 12th we’ll have a “Back to Church Sunday” potluck and  
celebration as we reassemble from a summer of camping, vacationing and  
personal renewal. 
 

We will continue to be involved with the West Michigan Food Bank, the local Love 
Inc. ministry, Roadbed ministries and the GVSU His House in addition to our  
support of missions around the globe. Being “devoted” involves our head, our 
heart, our hands and our financial help both locally and globally. 
 

I am eager to see what God is going to do in and through us this summer, but I’m 
also eager to see how He uses His Word, His Spirit and His People to transform 
more lives into devoted followers.

Can you imagine what it would be like to have 365 new believers every 
year?! How about 52? As we become more devoted and the Holy Spirit becomes 
more evident, who knows what God might do?

Are you a KINGDOM WORKER? 
 
Jenny and I spent the week of June 13 with our senior high students and 1200 
other folks in Anderson, Indiana at a Christ In Youth MOVE conference.  It was a 
fantastic week of speakers, worship, discipleship, and fun all rolled into one.   
(Ask our kids who went if they want to play NINJA!) 
 
The highlight of the week for me was the last night.  CIY staff randomly passed 
out sealed cards, called Kingdom Worker Challenge cards, to every participant as 
we walked into the auditorium for the final session.  Then during our youth group 
time later that evening, everyone in our group had the opportunity to open their 
card if they wished. 
 
Here was the kicker: you didn’t HAVE to open your Challenge card – but if you 
DID open it, you were making a promise to God that you would do whatever the 
card instructed.  You made a promise that you would be a Kingdom Worker to the 
extent that the card challenged you. 
 
Almost all of our kids took the challenge.  And God did His work through those 
Kingdom worker cards.  Every student received a card that seemed as if God 
personally designed it specifically for them. 
 
The girl who got the card challenging her to get involved in a local library chil-
dren’s reading program - guess what two of her favorite things in the world are?  
Children and books.  The student who currently gets a $20 per month allowance 
got a challenge card that requires raising $20 a month and doing something good 
with it for someone else on the 20th of every month.  The student who went for-
ward to commit her life’s work to ministry as a vocation?  She got a card that 
challenged her to raise $2000 to cover the cost for the 10 unchurched students 
that she brings with her to CIY MOVE next summer! 
 
God was working through our week together.  I am so excited about what He is 
doing with our senior high students and I believe that you will see the hard work 
of this week bear fruit in the months and years to come.  Our students are  
passionate about making a difference in our local communities as well as on a 
global scale.  It’s great to be a part of a church that cares about people and that 
produces Kingdom Workers like our senior high students!  Thank you for being a 
part of it all!
